Féile Iorras: Child Protection Policy
Féile Iorras is fully committed to safeguarding the well-being of all the children and young people who participate or attend our festival. Our policy on child protection is in accordance with “Children First” (The National Guidelines for the Protection and Welfare of Children 2004) and the Arts Councils “Guidelines for the Protection and Welfare of children and young people in the Arts Sector”.

Our Committee will endeavour to ensure that children and young people are protected and kept safe from harm while taking part in programmes or attending activities associated with Feile Iorras
Our policy is intended to protect children and young people under the age of 18 years, from neglect, physical, sexual and emotional harm or abuse. Féile Iorras provides its members and volunteers with information and training to help them understand the various categories of child abuse, what situation might constitute reasonable grounds for concern and advice on how to respond. In 2010 the members and volunteers of Féile Iorras undertook a 2 day Child Protection course delivered by the No Name Club of Ireland.
Féile Iorras has a procedure for vetting potential committee members. This procedure is subject to regular review to ensure compliance with best practice.
Féile Iorras is committed to listening to children and young people and recognises that “Each child has a right to express his or her opinion freely and to have that opinion taken into account in any matter or procedure” (UN Convention on the rights of Children).
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
